OVERVIEW

MAGNET SELECTION PROCESS
All valid applicants are guaranteed an opportunity to be selected in the magnet selection process. Students are chosen from the applicant pool by computer, using a random number selection process.  Factors in the selection process include:

Transportation pattern:

Magnet assignments are based on the student’s residential address.
Crowding:

Crowding is computed by comparing the current year’s enrollment to the adjusted building capacity (number of permanent seats plus the number of temporary seats in the school).
Diversity:

Socio-Economic Status (SES) defined using free/reduced priced lunch percentages are computed for a node (defined geographic area) or a school based on the number of elementary students who qualify in that node or nodes. A percentage is determined for both the node and the school. Students scoring below grade level (Levels 1 and 2) for a school are computed based on reading scores of students tested for that school and averaged over a two-year period.  As with free/reduced lunch, a percentage is determined for both the node and the school.

Magnet students selected in the magnet selection process can remain in the program until the end of that grade configuration (K-5, 6-8, 9-12). 

SELECTION CRITERIA – ELEMENTARY MAGNET

Siblings of present magnet students identified on the intent form

After assigning the students who meet the criteria above, the school will determine the number of vacancies available.

90% of these vacancies will be filled from valid applications in the following order:

ROUND ONE (For 2008-09 only)
· M or B from 413, 476, 524, or 548

ROUND TWO

· Live in a node where the SES percentage for elementary aged children is at least 5% below the county average AND 

· Assigned to a base school where the SES for elementary aged children is at least 5% below the county average AND

· Assigned to a base school where the 2-year average of level 1 and 2 percentage students tested is 20% or less  AND

· Assigned to a base school that has a current crowding factor above 100% of the adjusted building capacity AND

· Submitted a valid application for the same program the previous year

ROUND THREE
· Same as Round One with deletion of previous year’s application
ROUND FOUR
· Same as Round Two with the revision of the crowding factor to be above 85% of the adjusted building capacity.

ROUND FIVE
· Assigned to a base school that has a crowding factor above 85% of the adjusted building capacity AND 

· Assigned to a base school where the SES for elementary aged children is less than 40%  AND

· Assigned to a base school where the 2-year average of level 1 and 2 percentage students tested is 20% or less.

Ten percent (10%) of vacancies identified above will be filled randomly from all remaining valid applications.
SELECTION CRITERIA – SECONDARY MAGNET

The selection process for secondary schools is the same as elementary with the addition of the second priority which states that students currently attending a magnet school and have magnet status have a priority to attend a magnet school in the next grade configuration: middle school or high school.

OVERVIEW

CALENDAR SELECTION PROCESS

All valid applicants are guaranteed an opportunity to be selected in the calendar selection process. Students are chosen from the applicant pool by computer, using a random number selection process.  Factors in the selection process include:

Transportation pattern:

Calendar assignments are based on the student’s residential address.

Crowding:

Crowding is computed by comparing the current year’s enrollment to the adjusted building capacity (number of permanent seats plus the number of temporary seats in the school).  

Diversity:

Socio-Economic Status defined using free/reduced priced lunch percentages are computed for a node (defined geographic area) or a school based on the number of elementary students who qualify in that node or nodes. A percentage is determined for both the node and the school. Students scoring below grade level (Levels 1 and 2) for a school are computed based on reading scores of students tested for that school and averaged over a two-year period.  As with free/reduced lunch, a percentage is determined for both the node and the school.

Students selected in the calendar selection process can remain in the program until the end of that grade configuration (K-5, 6-8, 9-12). 

SELECTION CRITERIA– YEAR-ROUND

All valid applicants are guaranteed an opportunity to be selected in the year-round selection process. Students are chosen from the applicant pool by computer, using a random number selection process.  Factors in the selection process include:

ELEMENTARY SCHOOL SELECTION:
1. Applicants who attended school 469 or school 398 for 2007-08 from nodes 242.1, 316.2, 316.3, 318.4, 318.5, or 321.2.  (For 2008-09 only)
2. Rising kindergarten siblings of present application year-round students (List entering sibling on current student’s Intent to Return form)

3. Rising kindergarten siblings of present middle school base or application year-round students

4. Not currently in year-round – base or application, i.e., new year-round applicant using the criteria defined by Round One, Two, Three, and Four below

MIDDLE SCHOOL SELECTION

1. Rising sixth grade siblings of present application middle school year-round students  (List entering sibling on current student’s Intent to Return form)
2. New middle school applicants who have elementary base or year-round siblings
3. Current base year-round and application year-round elementary students applying for a middle school seat

4. Not currently in year-round – base or application, i.e., new year-round applicant using the criteria defined below:
ROUND ONE

· The SES for elementary-age children in a node is at least 5% above the system average AND

· Assigned to a base school where the 2-year average of level 1 and 2 percentage students tested is greater than 20% AND 

· Assigned to a base school where the SES for elementary aged children is at least 5% above the county average AND
· Submitted a valid application for the same program the previous year.

  ROUND TWO

Same as Round One with deletion of previous year’s application

 ROUND THREE

Remaining vacancies will be filled from applications where the applicant had a valid application for the same    program in the previous year and base school has a crowding factor equal to or greater than 100%.

 ROUND FOUR

Remaining vacancies will be filled from valid applications for students who live in the year-round transportation   pattern for that school and base school has a crowding factor equal to or greater than 100%.  

Ten percent (10%) of vacancies identified above will be filled randomly from all valid applications for students who live in the year-round transportation pattern for that school

SELECTION CRITERIA– TRADITIONAL
All valid applicants are guaranteed an opportunity to be selected in the magnet selection process. Students are chosen from the applicant pool by computer, using a random number selection process.  Factors in the selection process include:

ELEMENTARY SCHOOL SELECTION:
1. Applicants who attended 340 for 2007-08 from nodes 371.2, 371.6, or 383.4.  (For 2008-09 only)
2. Rising kindergarten siblings of present traditional application students (List entering sibling on current student’s Intent to Return form)

3. New elementary school applicants who have middle school base or application traditional calendar siblings

4. Not currently in traditional - use the criteria defined by Round One, Two, Three, and Four below

MIDDLE SCHOOL SELECTION

1. Rising sixth grade siblings of present application middle school traditional calendar students  (List entering sibling on current student’s Intent to Return form)

2. New middle school applicants who have elementary base or application traditional calendar siblings

3. Current base traditional and application traditional elementary students applying for a middle school traditional seat

5. Not currently in traditional - use the criteria defined below:

ROUND ONE

· The SES for elementary-age children in a node contributes to the health of the application school AND

· The 2-year average of level 1 and 2 percentage students tested in a node contributes to the health of the application school AND
· Submitted a valid application for the same program the previous year.

  ROUND TWO

Same as Round One with deletion of previous year’s application

 ROUND THREE

Remaining vacancies will be filled from applications where the applicant had a valid application for the same    program in the previous year and whose base school has a crowding factor equal to or greater than 100%.

 ROUND FOUR

Remaining vacancies will be filled from valid applications for students whose base school has a crowding factor equal to or greater than 100%.
Ten percent (10%) of vacancies identified above will be filled randomly from all valid applications for students who live in the year-round transportation pattern for that school
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
