As long as we all sing off the same page of the hymnal, this scheduling plan should satisfy the various 
constituencies that have an interest in these events and who might want to influence scheduling in the 
future. 
  
This plan may not be perfect for our individual coaches or our fans but it does recognize the importance 
of the local rivalries without placing a heavy burden on any single institution. 
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Thank you again for the spirit of cooperation and sportsmanship that you have promoted.  ECU will do 
its very best to respond in kind at every opportunity.   It is my hope that these competitions will serve as 
a model for a new kind of sportsmanship dynamic for college football fans.
