COMPLAINT OF PERRY WOODS

________________________________________________________________________

PERRY WOODS, does hereby depose and say as follows:

1. I am a citizen and resident of Wake County, North Carolina, am over the age of 18, have never been adjudged incompetent, suffer from no mental or emotional illness, and make this affidavit of my own free will, stating facts of which I have personal knowledge.

2. I am a registered voter in Wake County. 

3. The Wake Schools Community Alliance PAC (WSCA) has been engaging in campaign activity during the Current Board of Education elections in Wake County. 

4. Upon information and belief, The WSCA has exceeded the $4000 campaign contribution limit during this current cycle. 
5. Upon information and belief, The WSCA has directly contributed between $2650 and $2700 during current cycle to the four candidates they have endorsed, Chris Malone, John Tedesco, Deborah Prickett, and Debra Goldman.
6. Upon information and belief, The WSCA further contributed In Kind in the form of mailers, at least one and in some cases multiple pieces to each candidate, which they claim to be independent expenditure where clearly coordination occurred.  These mailers have put them over the $4000 contribution limit for each candidate.

7. The mailers for each campaign directly advocated ‘vote for’ candidates, included photos that the campaigns have used in their own materials, and in some cases photos on WSCA mail where cropped differently than on campaign materials, indicating they had to have coordinated with campaigns to receive photos.  As well, some candidate mailers have similar coloring and font themes as WSCA mail. 
8.  In one case, the WSCA coordinated mailer with message and press conference from supported campaign.  On Friday, September 30, the Chris Malone campaign put out a press release with a new area of attack to his opponent, Rita Rakestraw.  Mail from WSCA arrived the same day with the same line of attack.  This is a clear indication of Coordination. 

9. Mr. Woods prays the State Board of Elections will investigate coordination between WSCA and candidate campaigns and determine if campaign contribution limits have been violate.
